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Quite recently a warmhearted Christian spoke
with me eagerly, and of course he was trying his
very best to convert me into his religion.

Even if he was true, his superior
attitude at once put me off, and I prefer to be in hell
than in heaven to be with him, especially to stay
with him forever. As to me, hé was never my class-
mate ‘or friend before, and even after that day, he
‘was not my friend or classmate either. He used a
superior attitude to talk of a loving Gad; all the
worst was that he said he cared for my soul, but ]
felt that he would never care about me apart from
my soul,

Concerning his message, so far what 1 can
remember is that God hates my sin, but God loves
my person, so I must believe or else I will die eter-
nally, But later on he lend me a book to read in order
to know what Christianity is about. After reading
the book, I trusted that I’d a better understanding of
Christianity, and here is this article I'm going to
present my view of an unbeliever towards Christianity.

First of all, I do not believe in God, because I
can see no reason to believe in it.

One reason given by the book to believe in
God is that because of the creation, and it took great
length to show how complex that this world is,
hence it “logically” conclude the presence of a God.
But as to me, although I agree that the world is very
complex, (Esp. when I studied Biochemistry), but 1t
is more logical to belieVe in evolution than creation.
Why? It is because if the chance of evoluting such a
complex world is already so small, isn’t it more
unlikely for a more complex God to exist? If I can
accept that God exist by himself as defered by the
Christians, why can’t [ similarly believe in a world
that exists by itself ? The existance of this world is

If
God of creation is so great, then how should the
Christians account for the flooding, earthquake in
our surroundings?

Another reason the Christian book offer is
the matter of experience. It claims that God does
exist because Christian can feel, experience God,
He listens to prayer, change the life of Christians, As
to the reason, I can only say the Christians are blind
and argue in a circle only. They say God exists because
they can feel it, and they can feel it because God

experience is of God, they will tell you because they
believe in God, because God exists. But how do
they know God exists? It is because they experience
God.

In response to this reason, I will simply ask
them to read more widely 'about the Catholic church,
Islam, and even Sikhism. Everywhere in the world
there are numerous religious fanatics who in the past
and future, will die for their own religion. Christianity
is merely one of the many religion which claims that
the God they believe is right.

Some Christians had, in the past, use human
consciousness and morality as indicators of exis-
tence of God. Again the mere fact that people in the
world, past and now, do varies a great deal in their
morality, is a good sign that the argument for God
fails, Norms and Values are acquired through educat-
ion, sinning is only a difference in the way people
treat and react to matters.

Here I want to make it quite clear, I am not
saying “there is no God”, but I am just commenting
on those who believe in God, that the reasons Chris-
tians believe in God is not convincing in any way,
The more Christians claim that they are scientific or
logical, the more I will be ready to examine their
reasons, Personally, I cannot see the reasons that
offered to defend the existence of God are acceptable
in any way, and I really hope that they will re-examine
their religion before they try to preach it to others,
especially in an authoritative and monopolistic man-
ner. All the more, I sincerely hope that they will not
turn a blind eye to all the contraindicating evidences,
because in doing so they will only be supersitious and
ignorant,

I sincerely welcome any comments from the
readers, especially those minority under my firing,
as long as they are written in a well intention, If any
one feel being insulted and is forced to defend his
or her position, then the best explanation that I can
give is that I have, in this article, tragedically and
painfully force them to admit that they are wrong.
