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L. INTRODUCTION

1.1 Employment destination statistics are collected annually to indicate where graduates

go after they leave the University of Hong Kong. This report covers both first degree
and higher degree graduates for the year 1994,

II. FIRST DEGREE GRADUATES
2.1 Overall Situation
2.1 Unemployment rate remained low, at 1.1% (22). 12% (245) went on

for further studies, compared to 16% in 1993. (Please see Appendix
1 for details.)

2:1.2 Commerce and Industry remained the largest employment sector.
However, the percentage joining commerce and industry showed a
decrease, from 73% last year to this year’s 70% (1064). Within
commerce and industry, the three business fields that absorbed the
largest number of graduates were business services2, manufacturing
and trading/marketing/retailing (12% or 185 each). Slightly more
new graduates joined education (16% from last year’s 15%) and the
civil service (9% from last year’s 8%). (See Appendix 2)

According to the Hong Kong Standard Industrial Classification of organizations, business services include law
firms, audit & accounting firms, data processing / computer services, advertising firms, public relations services,
mangement consultants, employment agencies, information services, security services etc.
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2.13 The basic starting salary this year was $10,200 per month,
representing an 11% increase over last year, which was more
favourable than the inflation rate of 8.1% (Appendix 4).



2.2 BA., B. Sc. and B. Soc. Sc. Graduates

2.2.1 Comparison of B.A., B. Sc. and B. Soc. Sc. graduates shows that the B. Soc.
Sc. graduates had the highest unemployment rate of 3.4% (4), while the B.Sc.
graduates had the highest percentage going on for further studies, 12% (38). It
should be noted, however, that the percentage of B.Sc. graduates going on for
further studies in 1994 represents a significant drop from 1993’s 21% (47)
(Appendix 1)

2.2.5 The B.A. and the B. Sc. graduates received an average basic salary of $10,000

per month, while the B. Soc. Sc. graduates received an average of $9,920. The
B.A. and B. Sc. graduates received more, presumably because they had a
higher percentage employed in the education sector, which offers a higher
starting salary. (Appendix 6)

Graduates from job-related curricula recorded low unemployment rates (1.6%
or less), except Mechanical Engineering graduates (4.1% or 4 graduates). The
Mechanical Engineering graduates, together with the Computer graduates and
the Electrical and Electronic Engineering graduates, also had a high proportion
going on for further studies (10-11%). Please see Appendix 1 for details.

Commerce and industry was the largest employment sector for graduates of
most job-related curricula. In particular, the B.A. (A.S.), B.Sc. (Surveying),
B.Sc. (Comp.Sc.), B.Eng., B.B.A. and B.Econ. graduates had a predominantly
high percentage working in commerce & industry (71% - 100%). For the
B.S.W. graduates, the largest employment sector was Government (45%),
followed by community and social services (35%), whereas for B.Sc. (Speech
& Hearing), the largest employment sector was education (67%). Compared
to graduates of other engineering disciplines, Civil and Structural Engineering
graduates had a higher percentage working in the civil service (29% compared
to 1.3% - 2.5%) (Appendix 2).

3.1 Of the 319 respondents in this category, 12 (3.8%) were unemployed. 16%
(50) went on for further studies. Most of those going on for further studies
were C.P.E.C. graduates who were required by professional associations to
complete the P.C.LL. course before they could start their articleship/pupillage.

3.2 Commerce and industry was the biggest employment sector; taking 72% (168)
of the diploma/certificate graduates. This is because the P.C.LL. graduates
constituted the biggest sub-group among these graduates (76% or 198) and
most of them (90% or 160) were absorbed by private law firms. (Appendix 9)

It is interesting to note that while the majority of the P.C.LL. graduates (92%
or 164) were engaged as legal professionals, others worked in diverse
occupational fields, including teaching, accounting, journalism/editorial,
banking, administration, police etc. Appendix 10 gives a full breakdown of
the 1994 Diploma/Certificate graduates by occupation.

The average monthly salary was $15,000, representing an increase of 15%
over last year. (Appendix 11)
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IV.  TAUGHT MASTERS

4.1 The taught masters respondents (71 graduates) reported nil unemployment.
On the other hand, none went on for further studies. (Appendix 8)

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The largest employment sector was commerce and industry, taking 62% (41)
of the graduates. This was followed by community and social services, 18%
(12). This pattern of distribution is understandable because M.Arch.
graduates, who constituted the largest sub-group among the graduates from
taught master programmes, were usually employed in architectural firms,
while M.S.W., M.Soc.Sc. and M.D.S., who together comprised 35% of the
graduates, usually found employment in welfare agencies and dental clinics,
both of which are grouped under “community and social services” according
to the Hong Kong Standard Industrial Classification of Organizations.

It should be noted that the shift of the taught masters from the education sector
to commerce and industry was partly due to the fact that M.Arch. had the first
batch of graduates in 1994. As already stated in paragraph 4.2, they
constituted the largest sub-group among the taught master graduates and were
usually absorbed by private architectural firms.

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V. RESEARCH POSTGRADUATES

5.1 The research postgraduates (60 respondents, comprising 41 M.Phil. & 19
Ph.D.) recorded an unemployment rate of 3.3% (2). On the other hand, 13%
(8) went on for further studies. (Appendix 8)

or 2 graduates) or in Australia (17% or 1 graduate).

53 Overall, the research postgraduates entering employment were quite evenly
distributed between the education sector and commerce and industry. The
Ph.D. graduates had a greater proportion in the education sector than the
M.Phil. graduates.

5.6  The M.Phil. graduates received an average basic salary of $18,575 per month

(up 12.5% from 1993), while the Ph.D. graduates received $33,130 (up 34.8%
from 1993) (Appendix 16). It should be noted that since a lot of research
postgraduates (more than 90%) had working experience (sometimes over 15
years) before joining their study programmes at the University and the salaries
they received were also related to the length of working experience,
com arison over years might not be very meaningful.
