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The title of the exhibition cannot be more apt. Called “Change UnderThe Heavens”,

it features 50 selected works by graduates of HKU SPACE's Professional Diploma
in Architectural Studies since the programme was first offered in 1998.

The theme of “Change Under The Heavens” means that only change is eternal,
resonating the Tao philosophy of the northern Sung dynasty a thousand years
ago, a favourite motif of the former Director of Studies (Architecture & Interior
Design) Professor Eric Lye. Professor Lye sadly passed away in 2003.

In memory of Professor Lye, the opening of the exhibition also marked the launch
of his last book stet posthumously.

The 50® Anniversary Exhibition

The centre-piece of the exhibition is a set of two murals depicting the silhouettes
of Hong Kong's skyline in 1956 and 2006, HKU SPACE two milestone years — the
year of its birth and the year it celebrates its 50™ birthday.

The dramatic difference of the two skylines mirrors HKU SPACE's growth in the
intervening 50 years, successfully bringing a culture of lifelong learning to Hong
Kong in the process.

Other works on display focus on projects for the community including schools, an
old people’s home, galleries, a museum and a youth centre.

To catch up with the economic growth in Mainland China, the demands on
professional accountants have never been greater. Mainland accountants have to
equip themselves with international accounting standards and knowledge to be
on a par with the markets of the world.

The School recently organized a customized training session from 22" July to 9"
August in Shenzhen for professors who teach accounting in their respective
universities. The 3-weeks programme focussed on International Financial Reporting
Standards and Financial Management. It is expected that students will benefit
from their “new” knowledge.

The programme is offered in collaboration with The Chinese Institute of Certified
Public Accountants (CICPA), The Association of Chartered Certified Accountants
(ACCA) with English as medium of instruction. It successfully trained 40 Mainland
professors of accounting from 20 key universities such as Tsinghua, Fudan, Shanghai
University of Finance & Economics, Central University of Finance and Economics,
Renmin University of China and others.

As a training partner with ACCA in China mainland, the School will keep developing

the different models and varieties of ACCA training programs for modernization of
accounting profession in China.

Recognition & Popularity
Set up in 2005, the Institute has recently been voted as among the
top-ten private tertiary institutions by parents and gaokao (high
school) students in a provincial-wide survey conducted by the Jiangsu
Provincial Television and Broadcasting Corporation. It is also seen as having the “best potential
of development” among the ten. Suzhou Industrial Park Education Development & Investment
Office Director Mr Ye Feng was pleased to support the students with scholarship in the
coming three years, given the excellent development of the Institute.

The HKU SPACE Global College, Suzhou situates at the Dushu Lake Higher Education District
of the Suzhou Industrial Park, a joint-venture project between the Mainland and Singapore
government. It pioneers in the provision of “One Programme, Two Qualifications, Triple
Recognition”, by which graduate, after three years of Dazhuan study, will be qualified for a
Dazhuan diploma from HKU SPACE Global College, Suzhou, recognized in the Mainland and
an Associate Degree from HKU SPACE. “Triple recognition” comes from relevant professional
bodies besides the above two academic qualifications.

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The best way to delay aging is by keep an active brain and acquiring new knowledge,
said 53-year-old Wong Lai Han, who took up further studies 30 years after she
first graduated.

From Pre-Associate To Degree And Beyond

Now a student of the Postgraduate Diploma in Human Nutrition (University of
the Ulster) through HKU SPACE, it was a long shot for Wong who had to start with
Pre-Associate studies six years ago. Then 47, Wong gave up her work in the media
field, where she has worked for over 20 years, for pre-associate studies at the HKU
SPACE Community College.

Pre-Associate studies are generally for secondary school leavers and Wong naturally
is a mature student among her classmates. Going without a background in life
science, Wong received As in all her subjects, except for mathematics.

With those results, she was admitted to HKU's BSc (Food and Nutritional Science)
programme, breaking all records by going from Pre-Associate to a Bachelor
programme.

After she graduated, Wong returned to HKU SPACE and took up the Postgraduate
Diploma in Human Nutrition. She planned to do her Master of Science in the
same discipline after the postgraduate diploma.

The Driving Force

The odds seem to be against her from the day she decided to study again. “ | have
been away from school for 30 years, | have never studied biochemistry, | don't
even know what genomes are,” said Wong. But her thirst for knowledge helped

Wong catch up in a matter of months what an average student of science did in
four to five years.

Support also came from Wong's husband. “He encouraged me to brush up my
maths with a tutor. Considering that | started to study at the age of 47, only a
year after we married, it is pressure on him too.”

Appreciation For Teachers

Wong is grateful to teachers at HKU SPACE Community College and those at the
Postgraduate Diploma in Human Nutrition for going out of their way to help her
with her studies.

She also likes HKU for its internationalism and opportunities for mature students
like her.

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Daniel Lam has a sense of the crusade. His role model is Dr Sun Yat-sen, the
founding father of modern China who passed away in 1925.

“I admire Dr Sun for showing us a goal. A step taken is a step closer to achieving
that goal. ”

That certainly has to do with Lam’s upbringing. Lam's father was a teacher of
politics at the ruling Kuomintang party military school in Guangzhou. In 1948,
just a year before the Kuomintang was defeated in the civil war, three-year-old
Lam came to Hong Kong with his family from Guangzhou.

Dream Becomes Reality: Linear City

True to his admiration for Dr Sun, Lam set a lofty goal for himself at work. He
joined the Kowloon-Canton Railway Corporation (KCRC) as its Director of Property
in 2000 where he is required to manage a large property portfolio owned by the
company.

His goal: 50,000 residential units with facilities in the next 10 years. His question :
what is the best living environment for the future ? Lam therefore conducted a
study on the feasibility of the now-famous linear-city concept for Hong Kong, as
opposed to the traditional centre-out approach of city planning.

The results are amazing: city-in-the-sky in Mongkok, a Venice-like Kai Tak airport,
industrial-area-turned-sports field. "Only when we start to dream can it become
a reality, one day,” Lam said. The full report of the research is expected to be
released by June 2007.

He added that China can be the greatest beneficiary of the findings of the study
because many Chinese cities are developed along railway lines.

Arbitrator and Teacher

Lam is also a veteran Chartered Arbitrator with the Royal Institution of Chartered
Surveyors and the Hong Kong Institute of Surveyors. For the past 24 years, he has
arbitrated disputes with a knowledge of law, construction, finance and transport.
Awards of an arbitrator are tantamount to High Court judgements.

Lam said that to be a professional arbitrator; he needs to be constantly updated on
knowledge in different fields. Knowing that this need for updating is important
for all professionals in the field, Lam took up an adjunct professorship with HKU
SPACE in 2003 and offers his expertise in the area of construction law and arbitration
through teaching and as a speaker at various seminars and symposiums.

During classes, students enjoy most Lam’s “real-life” experience in his many previous
capacities : President of the Hong Kong Institute of Surveyors, Consultant to the
World Bank (DC) and Chairman of Building Committee of the Hong Kong Housing
Authority, and his current experience with the KCRC.

Some of his favourite crisis management stories are classics — the mass protests of
the KCRC in March of 2006 and the sub-standard piling scandal of Yue Tin Court in
2000. For Lam, the only thing to do is self-discipline. “If everyone is to act according
to their own conscience ..." Lam added.

Contribute To Society

“Ask not what the society can do for you, ask what you
can do for your society” is another of Lam’s mottos.

Your life is only meaningful if you can contribute to society
with your knowledge and ability. It is important that you
engender your contribution for the good of future
generations, Lam concluded. Therefore, he cannot think
of retiring yet. It is certainly good news for his students
at HKU SPACE.
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To capture the 50 years of HKU SPACE history and achievements in moving images,
the School collaborated with Radio Television Hong Kong to produce a 4-episode
documentary series in the Golden Jubilee programme “Looking For My SPACE”".

The four episodes were aired on four consecutive Saturdays starting 2" September
2006 at 7.30pm at TVB Jade and at 8:30pm at cable TV's cable Finance Info Channel
with the following themes: HKU SPACE Community College, Professional Education,
Leisure Programmes and International Collaboration.

Programme Launch

The programme was launched on 31 August at RTHK in the presence of the Director
of Broadcasting Mr Chu Pui-hing, Assistant Director of Broadcasting Mr Cheung Man-
sun, HKU SPACE Director Professor Enoch Young and celebrity lifelong learners with
HKU SPACE including wife of the Chief Executive Mrs Selina Tsang, Chinese opera
singer and former actress Ms Nam Hung and former Hospital Authority chief and
orthopaedic specialist Dr Ko Wing-man.

Hosting the programme is another lifelong learner and barrister Ms Money Lo.

Mr Chu acclaimed HKU SPACE and RTHK as both being organisations that always
stay young which is true for those who love to learn can start in any stage of their
life. Professor Young remarked on HKU SPACE’s growth in these 50 years and the role
in providing quality education locally and internationally.

Stories on Lifelong Learning

Ms Nam Hung has learnt Chinese Calligraphy for more than ten years. But comparing
her experience in acting, it is still a short period of time. She presented her own
calligraphy on the program name in the ceremony and shared with audience her
retirement life. As she did not received much education in her childhood, she wished
make use of time to learn as much as possible now.

Dr Ko Wing-man has studied 6 short courses on Chinese medicine in different aspects
during 1997 to 1999.As a local culture, more and more people in Hong Kong consult
doctors of Chinese medicine; physicians would have a better communication with
patients if they have certain Chinese medicine knowledge.

Also on hand are seven lifelong learners who were earlier awarded by HKU SPACE as
being exemplary. They are: Mr Raymond Ho, Mr Kelvin Yau, Ms Au Wai Chun, Mr Lam
Man Hang, Ms Fanny Tso, Mrs Amy Ching and Mrs Ody Lai.

Public Considers CE Self-Enriching

To coincide with the programme launch, a survey commissioned by RTHK has
successfully interviewed 559 Hong Kong citizens on their views on continuous
education. The result shows that over 80% of the interviewees think that it is a self-
enriching experience.

The same study also shows that nearly 80% of the interviewees are satisfied with
their programme of study while almost 80% of them said it is useful for their work.

The survey results indicated that the public has embraced lifelong learning as a popular
culture, which is most encouraging for HKU SPACE on its 50™ Anniversary.

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HKICS was formed in 1949 as a branch of The Institute of Chartered Secretaries
and Administrators (ICSA) and now enjoys a membership of over 4700. Chartered
Secretaries are tasked with providing competent advice to directors of listed
companies including compliance with regulatory requirements. Entry to HKCIS
membership requires a combination of examination and relevant administrative
or technical experience. Membership of HKCIS automatically enables the award of
membership of the ICSA.

The Institute’s logo is represented by an African bird secretary. It is a well-known
species on the continent as it is the national emblem of Sudan and is also featured
on the Coat of Arms of South Africa. In both cases, the bird symbolizes vigilance
and might, qualities typical of a chartered secretary.

Chartered Secretaryship has always been a much sought-after professional qualification
in many countries. Now, move than ever before, it is in great demand in the Mainland
because of its phenomenal economic growth.

To help Mainland candidates sit for the Chartered Secretaries Examinations in Hong
Kong, HKU SPACE will offer a preparatory programme for the examination in Beijing
with the endorsement of the professional body, HKICS.

The preparatory programme, which will be offered at HKU SPACE Beijing facilities starting
in September 2006, will target at Mainland senior executives in operations, law
enforcement, management, law, accounting and strategies.

Mainland candidates who want to sit for the HKICS examination will have to do so in
Hong Kong.

Same Programme In Hong Kong

HKU SPACE's collaboration with HKCIS dated back to 2005 when the preparatory
programme was first offered through the School for Hong Kong students on a one-year
term. In the same year, there were 700 enrolments. Given such success, the collaboration
agreement was extended from one year to two — up to the year 2008.

In a signing agreement on the continuation of the collaboration on 21st June, 2006,
HKICS President Mr Richard W K Leung said he was pleased with the enrolment which
shows that it does help many students to sit the examination.

Professor Young revealed that from June 2006, the preparatory programme will be offered
three times annually.

The syllabus includes eight subjects covering corporate governance, corporate
administration, corporate secretaryship, corporate law, accounting, taxation and
management.
