Fulfiling the University Mission Through Continuing Education

Professor Paul Tam, representing the Vice-Chancellor, stressed that partnering with society and serving the
community is a major university strategy especially in the years up to 2008.

“(HKU is) the only government-funded university in Hong Kong to have lifelong learning recognized in our role
statement,” Professor Tam added.

Professor Tam was echoed by Professor Young when he mentioned that HKU SPACE has been fulfilling the
University mission through various new initiatives, of which two major ones are full-time : the establishment of
the Community College in 2000 and the Cidp initiatives in 2003. The success of both are evident : the Community
College has grown from 700 students to 5000 in four years; Cidp’ population has doubled from 360 to 700 in
a year.

Serving the HKU SPACE Alumni

The HKU SPACE ALUMNI office and lounge will serve as a
meeting place for HKU SPACE alum. A small start for an
alumni association with over 1.5 million enrolments over
48 years, but certainly an auspicious start.

From its new office, and led by its President Dr Peter Lee,
the HKU SPACE ALUMNI would carry out its mission of
“building active and lifelong relationships amongst alumni
members, and between the School and the ALUMNI, whilst
contributing to the promotion of adult education and
lifestyle enrichment for the whole community.”

Bringing the classrooms to students

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In the spirit of exporting Hong Kong's education expertise, HKU SPACE recently conferred
Associate Degrees on 21 Mainland China graduates in Zhuhai, while welcoming over 200
new students.

The ceremony, which took place on 28th October 2004 at the Zhuhai campus of the School's
partner — Beijing Normal University(BNU), was officiated by : BNU Co- Presidents Professor
Wu Zhonghui and Professor Fu Ailang; HKU SPACE Director Professor Enoch Young ; and
Deputy Director Dr Michael Luk.

In his speech, Professor Young said he is pleased with the success of the partnership in educating
students in the fine traditions of HKU against a global background — international staff, a
curriculum of global disciplines with articulation to international universities.

Professor Wu said students should appreciate support from their teachers, family and friends
for their achievement. He also looked forward to strengthening the 2+2 programme and
greater collaboration with overseas partners.

Student Successes

The success of the 2+2 programme was best summed up by student valedictorian Ye Guiyi,
who is to further her studies in Australia’s Curtin University. “The campus is like a home away
from home. There was so much to remember — times spent with good friends and great
teachers. What an experience to barbecue in the rain | Now that | am to study overseas, it is
like a dream come true.”

The programme was set up in September 2002 and among the first 21 graduates, 15 who had
decided to study overseas were all admitted to universities of their choice in Australia, the UK
and the Netherlands. Most of these students were offered second year places from two to
three universities, making it possible to attain to bachelor degree level in another two year's
of study.

To help Associate Degree holders articulate to university studies, HKU SPACE has been in
discussion with reputable institutions in the UK, US, Australia and Canada such that there is
now articulation with over 10 universities, including the University of Birmingham, University
of Michigan Dearborn and the University of Queensland, among others.

Export of Education at HKU SPACE — The Master Plan

With the aim to contribute to China’s modernization and economic growth through education,
HKU SPACE has had a number of operations in Mainland China cities. Aside from its Zhuhai
operation, HKU SPACE has centers in Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou and Hangzhou in
collaboration with local institutions — Tsinghua University, Sun Yat-sen University and Zhejiang
University. Programmes are offered in: Integrated Marketing and Communications, Human
Resources Management, Public Administration, Transport and Logistics Management,
Accounting and Business Management.

The latest addition, and the biggest, is the Jiangsu HKU SPACE Global Institute of Technology,
a collaboration with Suzhou Institute of Technology offering Associate Degree programmes
since October 2004.
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Malaysian Counterpart Visits
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A 10-member delegation, headed by President of the Malaysia Chinese
Association(MCA) paid a familarization visit to HKU SPACE in September.

The group was welcomed by HKU SPACE senior management — Board of Directors
Chairman Mr Linus Cheung, Director Professor Enoch Young, Deputy Directors Dr
Michael Luk and Dr. S.M. Shen, Associate Director Dr Jane Lee, and HKU SPACE
Malaysian partner : GEM Executive Chairman Mr PY Lai.

Dato’ Seri Ong Ka Ting, MCA Chairman and Minister of Housing and Local
Government of Malaysia, was impressed by the School’s facilities at Admiralty
and Wanchai learning centres and said there is much room for further exchanges
between HKU SPACE and education establishments of the MCA. In appreciation
of the School's hospitality, Dato’ Seri Ong has extended an invitation for the School
to visit its facilities in Malaysia.

MCA’s Education Programmes

As a political party, MCA puts great emphasis on Chinese education to tie in with
its philosophy of advancing the interests of Malaysian Chinese. “Higher education
is the key to enhancing the social status of a community”, said MCA President
Dato’ Seri Ong. To this end, the MCA set up tertiary education institutions for
Chinese students and the most notable of such is the Tunku Abdul Rahman College
(TARC). The TARC was established in 1969 with only 764 students. Today, it has
10,000 students. In the last 20 years, it has trained more than 50,000 professionals.

Dato’ Seri Ong is also a proponent of lifelong learning and under his leadership, a
Life Long Learning Campaign was launched in August 2004. Other MCA education
projects include the construction of schools with a Chinese curriculum, and others
in rural areas and new villages with the objective of “raising the quality of life of
the Chinese community”, said Dato’ Seri Ong. The MCA is also instrumental in
raising the status of Chinese at the Universiti Malaya, improving quality of Chinese
teachers and working on the relocation of rural Chinese primary schools to ensure
their sustainability.

About the MCA

The MCA was founded in 1949 and membership currently stands at 700,000. The
Association’s founding principle is to work towards improving the wellbeing of
Chinese Malaysians in areas as identified in the party agenda : economy, culture,
Chinese education, religion, *wanita and youth, sports, respect the elders and
welfare.

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12 Years Through Time And Space —

Archivist Father Ha
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“Going through the archives is like a journey through time — we seems to come
face to face with characters from the past”, said Father Ha, leading archivist and
Chairman of the Hong Kong Archives Society.

This conviction is the guiding light for Father Ha who, for the past 12 years, has
been on a rather lonely quest archiving the history of Hong Kong's Catholic diocese.

Archiving In A Modern Guise

For Father Ha, it all started 12 years ago when he was writing his PhD thesis at the
University of Hong Kong on the history of the local Catholic diocese. His research
took him to Rome, Milan, London and Paris where archiving was treated with the
greatest respect. Since then, he was attracted to archiving and took steps to acquire
the time-honoured school of knowledge for modern-day use.

Recording the past is an ancient practice dating back from the time when Egyptians
used hieroglyphics and the Chinese, bone inscriptions. Father Ha said archiving
precedes library studies but the former has now taken on a new guise as an
information technology subject. Nowadays, archiving involves : cataloguing,
indexing, documentation and microfilming. With the advent of the electronic age,
an archivist must be IT-savvy to be able to archive e.information.

A Lonely But Meaningful Task

An archivist is always lonely because he is forever working on his own. Then how
does Father Ha stand the loneliness through the years ? “At the end of the day, |
know that if | am good at piecing memories and history in a coherent form, and
reconstruct the past from there, we can see the past in its true light. That makes it
meaningful,” said Father Ha.

To rally fellow archivists, and to spread the gospel of archiving, Father Ha became
the founding Chairman of the Hong Kong Archives Society in 1999 with members
from the government, religious bodies and charity organizations. In 2000 and
20071, Father Ha spearheaded a certificate programme on archiving with HKU SPACE.
Teachers of the programme were experienced archivists from the government, NGOs
and private organizations including Po Leung Kuk, Tung Wah Group and others. The
programme was arrested by the deadly SARS plague in 2003, and started again in
October 2004.

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Continuing Education Providers

Celebrate Tenth Anniversary
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HKU SPACE, as a member of the Federation for Continuing Education in Tertiary
Institutions (FCE), recently celebrated the FCE'’s ten years of success in promotion
of lifelong learning in Hong Kong with ten other members.

The occasion was highlighted with a 10" Anniversary Conference on
Internationalization of Lifelong Education : Policy and Issues on 3" and 4"
December 2004 officiated by the Secretary for Education and Manpower of the
HKSAR Professor Arthur Li.

10" Anniversary Conference

The main themes were : the future development of continuing professional
education (CPE) in Hong Kong in the context of globalization ; transformation of
HK’s economic structure and human resources requirement ; ties with mainland
China; and policy analysis.

In his opening speech, Professor Li said continuing education is the reason for HK's
continued success and that the proposed 3+3+4 education system would be a
foundation for the pursuit of lifelong learning at a later stage in life. He also
hoped for the setting up of a credit-transfer system among local Associate Degree
providers to allow for flexibility.

Federation Chairman : Summary of Achievements

FCE Chairman and Director of HKU SPACE Professor Young was proud to chronicle
major achievements of the FCE over the years : contribution to the formulation of
a set of common descriptors for community colleges in Hong Kong ; proposals to
the government on the qualifications framework; providing 80% of the Continuing
Education Fund programmes.

Professor Young said these were possible only through the dedication and concerted
effort of all members.

Looking Ahead

To unite and strengthen the solidarity of CE providers in Hong Kong, FCE is planning
to expand its membership from its 11 members by inviting other providers to join
as full or associate members, subject to fulfillment of certain conditions relating
to the size of the operation, nature of programmes and whether the organization
has self-accrediting status, and others.

“By admitting new members, the profession would be better represented as one
voice,” said Professor Young.

In particular, Professor Young highlighted the prospect of HK as an exporter of
education through attracting Mainland China students to HK, and to export quality
programmes overseas.

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In the spirit of “Partnering with society and serving the community” strategy of the University
of Hong Kong, HKU SPACE has, for the first time, teamed up with a local organization for the
establishment of a Community College.

The new partner, Po Leung Kuk(the Kuk), is an education and charity organization with 120
years of history in Hong Kong. The new Community College — HKU SPACE Po Leung Kuk
Community College is to be built on the grounds of the Kuk’s head office in Causeway Bay at an
estimated $220 million. It is expected to be operational by September 2007.

A signing ceremony to mark the collaboration took place on 15" November and the signatories
were : Po Leung Kuk Chairman Mr Henry Tan and First Vice Chairman Mr Vincent To; HKU SPACE
Board of Directors Chairman Mr Linus Cheung; and HKU SPACE Director Professor Enoch Young.

HKU SPACE and Po Leung Kuk contribute expertise

HKU SPACE and Po Leung Kuk expressed their pleasure in sealing the collaboration, and look
forward to each party contributing their expertise to make it a success.

HKU SPACE will contribute to the partnership in terms of excellence in quality and quantity,
said Professor Young, quoting the HKU SPACE Community College as an example.

HKU SPACE Community College has been a synonym for quality since it was founded in
2000 : quality of programmes; quality of its teaching staff; stringency of its quality
assurance; and quality of its graduates. Its continuous assessment approach coincides
with the government’s current education reforms that cut back the number of open
examinations and advocate liberal education.

Professor Young added that the establishment of the HKU SPACE Community College has set
the trend, for the setting up of close to twenty other similar operations in the territory. This
dramatically increases the quantity of Associate Degree graduates and contributes to achieving
the government target of having 60% post-secondary population in the relevant age-group by
2010. There are currently 4,800 students at the HKU SPACE Community College.

Po Leung Kuk will be responsible for the construction and the operations of the new College.

Facilities

The campus is to replace one of the existing buildings at the Kuk’s headquarters in Causeway
Bay. With a usable site of 1,000 square metres, the campus is to have 20 storeys with a host of
facilities : auditorium, library, computer laboratory, language laboratory, lecture hall, fitness
room, cafeteria, multi-purpose hall, audio-visual studio and a room for performing arts.

The School would like to congratulate 5 MSe Financial Management graduates
who have obtained the best results and the only Merit awards from among over
1000 candidates worldwide. The MSc programme is run in collaboration with the
Centre for Financial and Management Studies (CeFIMS), School of Oriental and
African Studies (SOAS) of the University of London. SOAS is ranked 4th in the
UK's University Guide 2004.

The 5 all-female high-scorers : Shirley Ching, Sherie Chan, Chan Yat-ying, Fonia
Lam and Rosanna Wong, are working in banks, finance houses, or from the
government. They were ebullient as they received prizes and certificates for their
academic achievement at the graduation ceremony on 21 November 2004. They
were praised by CeFIMS Director Professor Laurence Harris who said the candidates
were "of consistently high standard” and presented them with book prizes. The
graduates also received Certificates of Distinguished Achievement from the School’s
Director Professor Enoch Young.

When asked about the secrets of their success, Sherie Chan and Fonia Lam spoke
highly of the schedule of the programme. “Classes were well spaced out on Sundays,
which takes the pressure off of going to classes after work. We also have plenty of
time to ask questions afterwards,” said Fonia, adding that she likes the programme’s
emphasis on writing and research rather than on computation.

As for Sherie, she found the study groups useful as they allow for exchanges with
classmates. “The intensive classes taught by overseas lecturers near the examination
were also very good".

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“The catastrophic economic impact of the fragmented
healthcare system left behind by the British in July
1997...", so began the talk titled The Legacy of 150
years of a Colonial Healthcare System — An appraisal
of the "Harvard Report” five years after the fact by
HKU SPACE ALUMNI President Dr Peter CY Lee.

A veteran medical doctor and the Founder-President
of the Hong Kong College of Family Physicians
(holding the position of College President from 1976
to 1988), Dr Lee is a fervent advocate for the training
of front-line doctors as the most effective first-line-
of-defence in the medical system, thus alleviating the
onerous burden on hospitals — the Hospital Authority
budget in 2004 amounted to $32 billions. He said
Hong Kong should learn from the Australian
government Who started vocational family medicine
training programmes ‘for'general practitioners in
private practice since the 1970s, and whose hospital
bed demands had progressively diminished as a result.

Professor Young Twice Honoured
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Dr Lee suggested that the government should
(i) provide vocational training to frontline
doctors in private practice; (ii) introduce a
“Primary Care Physicians Register” in the Medical
Council of Hong Kong so that the general public
may distinguish general practitioners who had
received post-internship vocational training from
those without; (iii) change the name of Hospital
Authority to Primary Care and Hospital Authority;
and (iv) focus on full integration of primary and
secondary/tertiary health services.

Dr Lee’s talk is the second of the HKU SPACE ALUMNI
Education Series talks. The third Talk

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Our Own Kowloon Bay Community College Building

4th October 2004 was an important day for 2800 young men and women as they
entered the threshold of HKU SPACE Community College, where a novel, exciting
learning experience beckons.

With gladness, HKU Pro-Vice-Chancellor Professor John Spinks welcomed these
new students at the College’s 5th Commencement Ceremony and congratulated
them for having access to the enjoyable and challenging College life in the coming
two years. He added that they will be following the footsteps of over 1,500 College
graduates who have been admitted to local and overseas universities since its
establishment, 366 of whom went to the University of Hong Kong.

HKU SPACE Alumni and special guest Ms Mary Jean Reimer, who had overcome all
odds to become a lawyer, advised students that working hard is the only way to
success.

Two Graduation Ceremonies also took place on 1st and 2nd December 2004.

HKU SPACE Director Professor Young also took the opportunity to report on progress
of associate degree programmes in Zhuhai and Suzhou, Mainland China. He also
reminded graduates that the opportunity is open for them to study for a degree at
a choice of six prestigious overseas universities through the School’s Centre for
International Degree Programmes.

Ever since Hong Kong's first Community College was founded by HKU SPACE in
2000, the search has been on for a purpose-built College campus to accommodate
the College's expansion. With a government interest-free loan of $270 million
and a land-grant at Kowloon Bay, the HKU SPACE Community College is now
being built. The 13-storey building is expected to be operational by the end of
2006.

A ground-breaking ceremony to mark the commencement of construction work
took place on 18" October at the site. Officiating at the ceremony were : The
University of Hong Kong Pro-Vice-Chancellor Professor Paul Tam, HKU SPACE Board
of Directors Chairman Mr Linus Cheung, the School's Director Professor Enoch
Young and HKU SPACE Community College Principal Professor K F Cheng.

Speaking on behalf of the Vice-Chancellor, Professor Tam stressed that the Kowloon
Bay HKU SPACE Community College initiative is in line with HKU's key strategy of
“Partnering with society and serving the community” in the University’s 5-year
plan from 2003 - it continues to serve more members of the community by
expanding its population from 700 in 2000 to 4,800 in 2004.

Professor Tam also spoke highly of the academic standards of 1,500 Associate
Degree graduates who have been admitted by HKU and overseas universities thus
far.

Mr Linus Cheung expressed the hope that the development of the Community
College would be extended beyond Hong Kong to Mainland China and Asia.
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
